 The 11th Principle - Gratitude: One of the things that was being tossed around a lot at the Regional 
Summit last weekend was this new "11th Principle", Gratitude. Gratitude was first adopted by the NYC art 
event "Figment" ( http://figmentproject.org/ ) after some issues that they were having. 
 
I'll let Not That Dave from NYC tell the story: 
 
"During the set up week for FIGMENT NYC 2010, we had some artists and volunteers behaving badly... 
not listening to Governors Island Security Staff, trying to sneak onto ferries they weren't supposed to be 
on, setting up in the wrong spot and creating friction with other artists, driving on grass they weren't 
supposed to be driving on, etc. 
 
We immediately wrote a blast email to all 400 or so artists reminding them that FIGMENT is a gift, not 
something that was automatic or that they were necessarily entitled to, and not to take it for granted, and 
encouraging them to approach this event and all of the people involved from a place of gratitude. After 
that, we didn't have any more incidents from anyone. We started looking at the 10 principles to see if 
there was something in there about gratitude to point to, and there really isn't... 
 
Gratitude isn't the opposite or corollary of Gifting. A gift is something given freely, and gratitude is an 
attitude of respect for what has come before. They're related, but not really the same... at least, not in 
environment without obligation (you can be grateful for a gift, but you don't HAVE to be). So the meme 
started over the FIGMENT NYC weekend, and it kept percolating, people kept talking about it, etc. It was 
sort of a joke at first, but it didn't go away. It was sticky, and it got more real as people kept talking about 
it. 
 
One thought that I kept thinking about as the notion of Gratitude bounced around as the 11th Principle 
was that, in Larry's talk at the Regionals Summit in March 2010, he talked about how the 10 Principles 
came into being, and that there were 9 for a while, and they kept looking for a 10th one to make it an 
even number, like the number of fingers on our hands or the number of Commandments in the Bible. 
Larry revealed that "Immediacy" ended up being the 10th Principle. But 10 is still an arbitrary number... 
Why stop at 10? Is that really all there is to say? 
 
Because the thing is that, as we direct more of our energy out into the world and try to create new things 
and make change in the cities in which we live, gratitude is really important. In the blank canvas of the 
desert, there isn't much context to be grateful for. I mean, it's nice to be thankful, but not really necessary 
to survive and function out there. People are doing what the do in the desert because, presumably, they 
want to. But in creating art and events in a city, it is vitally important to respect what has come before, to 
fit into the existing context, and to show gratitude to those who step up to be a part of what we're doing."

The Tunnel of Questionable Enlightenment is a art installation piece that consists of 100 steel arches, 
each lined with 160 individually addressable RGB LEDs.  The 100 steel arches will be configured in the 
shape of a question mark.  All 16,000+ will work together and each arch's pattern will work in conjunction 
with the next.  Participants will be able to journey through the tunnel starting at the base of the question 
mark.  They will journey through the tunnel find themselves going through a series of random experiences 
that are generated by the lights emanating from The Tunnel of Questionable Enlightenment. The 
experience of which will be a rite of passage in and of itself.  Upon exiting the question mark, enlightened 
participants will then have an opportunity to control the experience of others by manipulating the patterns 
with 4 large wheels that control the speed, direction, color, and function of the patterns.  How enlightening 
will it be?  It will be different for all, but unquestionably enlightening in some way!
