Time: The event officially starts at 6pm on Friday December 16th. Staying over on Saturday to
hang out and help clean up is also encouraged or if you want to work on your Santacon outfit
we will be offering a sewing machine, white fur and hot glue guns. Event ends at 2pm Saturday.

Immediate needs: We would like some rangers or other responsible people to be "on staff" for
this event. We expect the community to be self-policing, however we would like people to
specifically watch for problems such as party crashers and underage drinkers. Bartenders are
encouraged to sign up if you enjoy making drinks.

LNT organizers are also needed, both to make a few signs and organize before and during the
event post event to clean up. I like planning with others, it makes it more interesting!

Show us your stuff! - As this is a Burning Man style event please participate if you can. Feel free
to bring any art, toys or party favors, costumes, etc. If you plan on doing fire art, please check
with me in advance and let me know your space needs.

If you are a musician and would like to play
in the studio, please send me a set list and | will reciprocate so we have a legitimate live sound
that sounds like we practiced more than once. If you would like to practice or bring your band
over prior to the party for practice session please let me know the date(s).

If you have 1 or 2 friends
that you would like to introduce into the Burner Community please bring them, but please
understand this is a private residence.

Dress Code and age: Use your best Playa etiquette, wear your Santacon outfit and playa attire
highly recommended, but not required. Nudity is also allowed anywhere past the front door.

If you or a guest is under 18 or 21
please check in with the host before hand. We will be selectively carding people that we don't
know. Those persons under 21 who are not with a responsible person 21 or over will not be
admitted entrance.

We will make every attempt to be inclusive, but we also have to protect ourselves from legal
consequences. Remember it is a burner party, clothing is optional and often with adult activity.

Food/Beverage: Holidaze is a BYO Everything. Please bring everything you will need for the
time you expect to stay - food, beverages, alcohol, ice, plates and cups, clothing, bedding,
carpets, tents, music, toys, fire, firewood, furry stuff, whatever strikes your fancy. | will have
several yurts set up so there will be plenty of sleeping/play areas. There are several pull out
sofa beds in the house so claim yours early! The front bedroom is already spoken for.

There will be a propane BBQ grill at your disposal. If you are planning to stay over until
Saturday, the kitchen will be available for breakfast.

Please bring eggs, bacon, or anything else you like for morning. There is limited refrigerator
space so coolers are a good idea.

Crash Space: Please do not drive impaired. There is a fair amount of crash space, snuggle
room, several sofas and floor.

House rules: Please respect all posted rules.
LEAVE NO TRACE, no, seriously, LEAVE NO TRACE.

Respect our neighbors. Keep the outside noise down when it gets late and clean up after your
selves.

Looking forward to a fun and memorable event, please do your part to contribute to this
mindset.

There is no schedule of events other than at midnight, you should yell "Happy
New Year". Build it and they will come, go with the flow, and walk/stumble back to your sleeping
guarters when you're done!

II. MAIN SALE -- 40,000 TICKETS SOLD VIA RANDOM SELECTION JANUARY
2012 -- $240/$320/$390 + s/h -- LIMIT 2 PER PERSON AT ALL TIERS
* Participants will register for the Main Sale during a two-week period from January 9 until
January 22 (at 11:59pm PST), 2012.
* Entrants will need to provide a valid credit or debit card number at the time of registration.
* On or before February 1, a random selection will be conducted to award 40,000 tickets as
follows:

- $240: 10,000 tickets

- $320: 15,000 tickets

- $390: 15,000 tickets
* If you are awarded tickets, your credit card will be charged for the total amount of your tickets
at that time.
* All sales at all Tiers for the Main Sale are limit 2 per person.
» Those who are awarded tickets will receive notification on or before February 1 via email that
their credit cards have been charged for their tickets and at which pricing tier.
* Any remaining tickets not claimed in the Main Sale will be moved into the allotment for the
Secondary Open Sale.

Black Rock City citizens have a variety of options to acquire an entry ticket to Burning Man. The
Pre- and Main Sales use random selection, the Open Sale is a first-come first-served (and real-
time) transaction purchase, the Low Income process is an application that is read and approved
by a human being, and then there's the Burning Man community-monitored "secondary market".

At a certain point, the demand outweighs supply, but we hope the various opportunities will

mean most people will obtain what they need to enter Black Rock City in 2012. Thank you for
your patience as we work together on managing ticket distribution for Burning Man.
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DDP - The Decentralized Dance Party! Tom and Gary are a couple of really cool guys who
have come up with this great idea for a fun event that hits on many of the Ten Principles.

Radical Inclusion - DDPs are all ages events. The only requirement is for you to be there!
Gifting - Tom and Gary created the DDP as a gift to the world!

Decommoadification - DDPs are free events, free from corporate sponsorships!

Radical Self-reliance - Make sure you have a way to get to the party and a way back home!
Radical Self-expression - Express yourself!

Leaving No Trace - The party isn't over until everything is cleaned up!

Participation - A party is just music and people until you start dancing!

Immediacy - A party on Wednesday shows that you don't have to WAIT until the weekend!

It is about to grace the streets of Phoenix for the very first time.

What is a Decentralized Dance Party (DDP)?

The DDP is a portable, battery-powered Party System.

It was created by Tom and Gary, two gentlemen from Vancouver, Canada.

It consists of hundreds of Party people, carrying boomboxes, and a DJ who wears a backpack,
containing an FM radio transmitter.

All the boomboxes are tuned into the DJ’s master FM broadcast, resulting in a mobile,
synchronized sound system. This portable dance Party roams the night, generating complete
awesomeness, street by street and block by block, onto buses and subways, into public
fountains and beyond. Inevitably interfacing with the public, together we create an infectious
epidemic of fun. A roaming Party adventure that lasts all night long!

Our team is transporting 300 boomboxes in a motorhome down the West coast for our 6-city
"Party Safari".

We will be in Phoenix to throw a Party on January 4th.
